We are very excited to have taken receipt of our new school bus. The school endeavours to turn these 
vehicles over whilst there is enough value in the vehicle to warrant a reasonable change over price. 
Huge thanks to Peter Christian for the extensive hours spent investigating alternative purchase 
options. 
 
As all parents are aware, a significant cost for our students to access experiences, educational 
opportunities and sporting events, etc., is transport. The school allocates a significant amount of 
money in our budget to ensure we own a bus and all roadworthy, insurances, maintenance and repairs 
are in accordance with departmental regulations. 
  
School ownership of this bus also allows us to provide transport to students at a significantly reduced 
rate, as we do not need to pay drivers, nor do we need to sustain a profit margin. Parents can 
appreciate that if wages and business profits were factored in, the range of experiences we would be 
able to offer to our students would be drastically curtailed. Our operational costs are covered by 
student contributions on a user-pay basis. This is by far the most equitable way to cover basic running 
costs.
